Presentation at the August 28 Meeting: After initial announcements,
Doug Wickland of the NRA National Firearms Museurtraduced the guest
speaker in the first on this year's NRA/Nationakigrms Museum (NFM)
VGCA Presentation Series, Mr. Stuart C. MowbrayofpHeft), the Editor of
theMan at Armsmagazine and owner of Mowbray Publishing. Overlést
30 years, Mr. Mowbray has had over 100 books intprfihe presentation
was dedicated to gun collecting but did not invawy specific firearm or
weapon. Instead it was one of the most interestimjpotentially valuable
sessions a collector could ever hear — tips fdecturs or how to preserve a
collection. It included museum techniques andtwmes, such as the “white
glove” treatment or using gloves while handlingrimimize corrosive oils
from your skin which can rust a firearm or fined#a It included cleaning
techniques and what NOT to do, including overclegnhow to remove rust
without damaging finish, and finally using presdiwes. It also has a
detailed explanation of what preservatives willashal also what they cannot
do. He explained how even a well oiled gun cabwnen dust is able to
serve as a conduit for moisture through the pristectil. He covered the
usage of microcrystalline versus organic waxeshavd oil and wax do NOT
mix. He cautioned about leather treatments ansiepvatives and how they
may actually hasten damage due to bacteria. Itawasy informative night



and generated extensive questions. He concludidhid most valuable advice cautioning about gegtiio
paranoid and recommended that a program of care @mularly is better than a perfect program danely. Mr.
